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On July 4, 2010 we will celebrate the 234™ birthday of the United States of America.
The celebration is really the recognition of the anniversary of the approval of the Decla-
ration of Independence by the Continental Congress — the act that set the 13 American
colonies on their road to national sovereignty. Following are some lesser known facts about Amer-
ica and our Independence Day celebration (taken from the U.S. Census Bureau):

Did you know ...that of the original thirteen colonies that attended the Continental Congress and
voted on the Declaration of Independence, only nine voted in favor of it?

Did you know ...that on the first Independence Day there were approximately 2.5 million people liv-
ing in the 13 colonies? This Fourth of July there will be more than 304 million people living in the
United States.

Did you know ...that Americans spend approximately $4.7 million on American flags each year, and
approximately $4.3 million worth are made in China?

Did you know ...that the original Pledge of Allegiance was written in 1892 by a Christian socialist by
the name of Francis Bellamy? The original version did not include the words “under God”. They
were added in 1954 after the Knights of Columbus successfully campaigned to Congress for the
change.

Did you know ...that 270 million Americans visit our national parks every year? The first national
park was Yellowstone, designated as such in 1872 by President Ulysses S. Grant. Today there are
over 400 national parks, covering more than 84 million acres from Maine to California.

Did you know ...that America’s second president, John Adams, was the first to introduce fireworks
as a part of the Independence Day celebration? He stated that, “the holiday ought to be celebrated
by pomp and parade, and illuminations from one end of this continent to the other!”
